This includes your school reader, library book or books from the class collection,
or one from your bookshelf at home. At the front of your Reading Journal keep a
list of all the books you have read!




A member of teaching staff will tally points up weekly, and record on their own
Bookworm record sheet. These will be kept in class.

1 point = 5 reads in a row

50 points Bronze Bookworm Badge
75 points Silver Bookworm Badge
100 points Gold Bookworm Badge
150 points Platinum Bookworm Badge
